solar eclipse.

On that day, the sky will
darken for around 3
minutes as the moon
passes between the sun
and the earth.

In Noblesville, a partial
eclipse will start at 1:51
p.m. The total eclipse
begins at 3:06 p.m,,
reaches maximum totality
at 3:08 p.m. and ends at
3:10 p.m. The entire show
will be over at 4:23 p.m.

Solar eclipses aren’t really
that rare. Two to five
partial solar eclipses
normally occur each year
and total solar eclipses
come around about every
18 months. What makes
this such a big deal is that
it’s been a VERY long time
since any living creature
withessed the
phenomenon in this area.

You may have read that the
last time central Indiana
was in the path of a total
solar eclipse was the year
1205. Actually, according
to a map on the Butler
University website, that
only applies to a relatively
small triangle of land
west/southwest of
Indianapolis.

It’s been even longer for
Hamilton County. The half
of the county north of
State Road 32 hasn’t
experienced a total solar
eclipse since the year 957
and south of State Road 32,
it was the year 831!

Obviously, no newspaper
accounts of those eclipses
exist, but the last total
solar eclipse in this state
took place over
southwestern Indiana on
August 7, 1869, which is the

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New Farm Bill Has Rural
Communities Talking

ERCENTER for RURAL AFFAIRS

A new farm bill is top of
mind for many farmers,
ranchers, and rural
community members.
However, amidst the
ongoing discussions and
negotiations, another
important conversation
is beginning to unfold.
In the weeks ahead,
members of Congress
will outline federal
spending levels for
2025, including funding
for programs that
impact agriculture and
small businesses.

After much delay,
Congress passed its
2024 budget earlier this
month to fund the
federal government
through Sept. 30. The
bill came after a series
of continuing
resolutions to keep the
government afloat to
allow for negotiations to
continue. In addition to
tensions across party
lines, Congress was
working under spending
caps established by the
Fiscal Responsibility Act
of 2023.

The bill, which resulted
in roughly $26 billion for
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) and
the Food and Drug
Administration, includes
funding for several
small but mighty
programs with outsized
benefits for rural
communities.

For example, the Rural
Microentrepreneur
Assistance Program

distributes funding to
intermediary lenders,
such as the Center for
Rural Affairs, who use
the money to provide
loans and technical
assistance to small
businesses in rural
communities. In turn,
these small businesses
boost local economies
and provide job
opportunities on rural
main streets across the
country. The program
received $5 million to
continue this work in
2024, down from $6
million in 2023 and $6.5
million in 2022, but still
a substantial amount.

Another program
supported by annual
appropriations is
Conservation Technical
Assistance (CTA). The
funding allows USDA
Natural Resources
Conservation Service
staff to work directly
with farmers and
ranchers implementing
practices that improve
soil health and water
quality. CTA received
roughly $773.5 million
for 2024, a slight
decrease from $800.9
million in 2023.

As planning for the 2025
budget begins this
spring, Congress must
be reminded of the
return on investment
that programs such as
RMAP and CTA offer to
rural communities and
be encouraged to fund
these programs in a
more timely manner.

City of Fishers announces recipients of first cycle
of expanded 2024 Neighborhood Vibrancy Grant

The City of Fishers
announced the
recipients for the first
cycle of 2024
Neighborhood Vibrancy
Grants recently, a grant
program that provides
funding for creative and
innovative ideas that
boost the vibrancy of
Fishers neighborhoods.
The first grant cycle of
the year featured a
record-high of 37
applicants and
$399,638.40 in funding
awarded to 28

Applications for the
grant program are
accepted on arolling
basis with funds
distributed quarterly, a
change from previous
years when grants were
only administered
annually in the spring.
The expanded timeline
encourages
opportunities for year-
round vibrancy efforts.
Deadlines to apply for
the remainder of the
2024 grants are April
30, July 31 and October
31.

Under the leadership of
Mayor Scott Fadness
and the Fishers City
Council, this year’s
grant allocation also
saw a significant jump
from $100k in previous
years to $750k for 2024.
The City of Fishers now
also funds 80% of the
project cost up to
$25,000, requiring
participants to
contribute just 20% of
the total. This marks a
substantial shift from
the previous 50/50 split
of funding.

"In this year's first
quarter alone, we've
seen an unprecedented
level of community

involvement and
creativity through the
Neighborhood Vibrancy
Grant Program,” said
Fishers Mayor Scott
Fadness. “This is a
significant step toward
realizing our collective
vision of making Fishers
an even more vibrant and
engaging place to call
home.”

Grants can be used to
fund a wide range of
projects, from entrance
landscaping and
greenspace preservation
to creating community
spaces within residential
areas. Community
engagement initiatives,
like community gardens,
playgrounds, and
communal gathering
hubs, are also eligible for
funding.

For the two minutes the
eclipse lasted, it was

He added — to his
disgust — that the
minute sunlight started
to return, everyone
there began dashing
downhill into town, like
modern concert goers
leaving early to beat the
rush.

The awe-inspiring
spectacle had quickly
become less important
than finding a good seat
on the train for the
return journey.

The Register’s
correspondent used
smoked glass to view
the eclipse, but that’s
not recommended
today. Instead, you’ll
need special eclipse
glasses or solar viewers
marked “ISO 12312-2.”
That indicates the
glasses or viewers meet
international safety
standards.

The Offeror should
be prepared to install a temporary replacement at the beginning of the Project and
prioritize the installation of the permanent replacement.

Site development for the Project shall include any and all site development
required for the development of the Project, including but not limited to on-site
and off-site utilities necessary to service the Project and related surrounding
infrastructure, reconfiguration of existing utilities, hardscape/landscape, road and
traffic control improvements, and utility improvements to and from the property
boundary to support the Project.

This is an initial RFPQ and the City reserves the right to amend, alter, or
expand the scope of the RFPQ with the issuance of addenda at any time. Such
addenda shall be made available to all offerors at the time of revision.

All professional services and consultants required to design, build, operate
and maintain the Project, including, but not limited to civil, structural, and MEPT
engineering, procurement, etc., shall be selected and engaged by the Offeror, with
the consent of the City.

IV. PROJECT BUDGET

Offerors shall submit their proposals for funding the Project. The Project
will be funded directly by the City through bonds and, if necessary, existing funds
on hand. The Project budget is estimated to be at an amount not to exceed Six
Million Dollars ($6,000,000). Project budget adjustments may be considered if
return on investment, revenue generation, economic impact, flexible use, related
analysis, and alignment with partner priorities indicate that a budget adjustment
would be warranted and in the long-term interests of the community. Such budget
adjustments will be considered during the evaluation and scoping processes set
forth in the full copy of the RFPQ. Offerors should include proposed financing
structures and operating cost estimates with their offers and are encouraged to
recommend financing structures.

V. PROJECT GOALS

The goals for the Project include but are not limited to:

*  Design and install the referenced upgrades and improvements to the
City’s wastewater utility;
